He was the first-ever Asian-born athlete to break the 10-second barrier of the 100 meters event
in track and field. In 2017, Su obtained a master’s degree in International Economics and Trade
from Jinan University. In April 2018, Su was officially appointed as an Associate Professor in the
School of Physical Education at Jinan University. Su’s personal best in the 100 meters was 9.83
seconds which he achieved in the semi-finals of the 2020 Tokyo Olympics, setting a new Asian
record in the men’s 100 meters event. Su finally achieved his long-time goal at his third Olympic
Games.
